• ANOINTED BY _________________________: (External) When someone prayerfully applies some oil to your skin 

as an outward sign of what God is doing inside you.

#2. When God anoints your _______________________________________________________________. 

The LG Summer Session is from July 21 until August 15.  
Remember: one of the best ways to grow spiritually is in relationship with other growing Christians. 

 
HBC is all about the Holy Spirit, Bible study, and Christian friendships, because we believe that people grow spiritually when they 
have a commitment to God, the Bible, and significant Christian relationships.  
 
 
WHAT ARE LIFE GROUPS?  Life Groups exist to promote spiritual maturity and personal growth through meaningful Christian 
relationships and study of God’s Word.  Here’s how it will happen.  A trained leader and host lead each group in a time of prayer, 
fellowship, and discussion and the group will have opportunity to get involved in missions.  
 
 
WHEN AND WHERE DO LIFE GROUPS MEET?  There are four Life Group Sessions per year - winter, spring, summer and fall.  Life 
Groups last an average of 7-weeks and are comprised of 10-20 people.  The meeting times and locations vary depending on the 
group.  The groups usually meet for an average of 1.5 hours.   
 
 
WHAT WILL WE STUDY?  Most of the groups are based on the previous weekend's sermon. Life Group Questions are found in the 
Sunday bulletin and are also posted online in the “Sermon Archives” section of the website at http://hbchurch.net/sermons/ 
 
 
HOW TO CHOOSE A GROUP?  When selecting a group, we recommend you choose a group based on which group is filled with your 
friends or other people who may share a common stage in life, rather than choosing a group based on location. You may have to 
visit several groups before you find the perfect fit, but don't worry, you'll find it!
